3.  Director of Schools:  Mrs. Jeanne Skahan shared several updates including:

· Technology will be limited (including the use of Chromebooks) for K-5 
· We now have one bus driver and paying for his endorsement, but are still looking for more 
· All schools are preparing for the Lenten season 
· All principals will attend the Diosceson Principal Meeting in Van Buren on March 4th and 5th
· K-8 Open Houses are being scheduled 
· The theme for next school year is “Made for Greatness” inspired by Pope Benedict
· Starting 2/22 Connect Church will be using our parking lot on Sundays  
4. Director of Advancement: Becky Conroy shared several updates including:
· Phone-A-Thon during Day-of-Giving was a great hour with SCHS students that raised over $40,000 with over $32,000 in pledges already paid. 
· Marketing is focused on recruitment through paid social and content, new flags outside of schools, info drops at area daycares and employers. Trying to leverage our SCS families as our greatest asset.
· EE32 is focused on selling out in February so that we can focus on Fund-A-Need and auction success (10 tables left). The committee and Advancement Office are working hard on making it a success! 
· Working hard to take full advantage of the $100,000 match for Fund-A-Need and sponsorships
