| had the unique opportunity this fall to visit Notre Dame University in South Bend,
Indiana. Since coming to Springfield Catholic Schools, | have always wondered about
our mascot being the “Fightin’ Irish”. Some of you may not know that our mascot truly
came from Notre Dame University when a priest, named Fr. James Hally, became pastor
at St. Agnes in May, 1935.

Fr. Hally is credited with reestablishing a four-year high school at St. Agnes. Fr. Hally was
also known for starting athletics at our schools. In fact, he started the first St. Agnes football
team in 1936. They began their first season using Drury College’s football uniforms (after
Drury decided not to continue football). They were red and gray striped and were too
big for most of the St. Agnes players, but they made them work. In fact, several times the
boys'helmets were so big that they would fall off during plays and in the confusion, they
were mistaken for the football.

Fr. Hally would keep St. Agnes parishioners up to date on the football team during Mass
and they say, “to hear him, you would think he was talking about the other Fighting Irish
in South Bend! Tragically, Fr. Hally was killed in a car-train accident on August 21, 1937.
Soon after, the high school building was named Halley Hall in his memory.

The Notre Dame University mascot was 1936 St. Agnes Football Team
used as the original SCS mascot.

The new SCS mascot was
established in August 2019,

created by Tim Bade.

Sometimes our history is lost in the hustle of each day, but | thought it is always a good
reminder to know how our schools began. For those of you that have not visited Notre
Dame in South Bend, | encourage you to do so. The tradition, school spirit, and good
sportsmanship could never be out done, and it is great to know that our high school took
this as a model so many years ago.
