It is exciting to see the endowment already
in action! However, we have a long way to go to be competitive with our surrounding
school districts salaries so we can continue to have outstanding faculty and staff.

Right now, several of our families are hosting dinner parties to invite friends and family
to hear more about The Shepherds'Fund. We also have our Development Board making
personal visits to people that are interested in the endowment and to answer questions.
